Auctioneer and Auction

Auctioneer also reserves the rights:

1. To reject/cancel any bid at any time on any lot.

2. To withdraw any item from the auction.

3. To place the bids on behalf of the consigner up to the amount of reserves price established by
the consigner. Auctioneer will not accept a reserve price from a consigner above the high estimate
shown in the catalogs for auction.

Note: Mughith ud-din Yuzbak, also known as Malik Ikhtiyar ud-din Yuzbak, was clearly not of royal ancestry, he was originally a slave, who started
his career as Na’ib Chashnigir (deputy comptroller of the royal kitchen) in the household of Iltutmish and the same is found on his first coinage
struck to demonstrate his loyalty to Delhi Sultanate.

This coin is a testament to Yuzbak who called himself a slave in his earlier coins and assumed an independent position declaring himself Sultan and
adopting the kuniyat (patronymic) Abul Fath in the year AH 652 (AD 1254). It was struck from the land tax (kharaj) of Azmardan and Nudiya. His
aim was to regain the territories lost to the Gangas of Orissa.

The mint-name Sitpur is identified with Siddhpur, presently the taluka headquarters in Patan district, Gujarat state. It came to
prominence as a religious and commercial center in the early medieval period, particularly under the rule of the Chaulukya dynasty,
and was named after Jayasimha Siddharaja, the Chaulukya king. The religious significance of Siddhpur lay in its auspicious status
as a place to conduct passage rituals for the deceased, particularly mothers. Commercially, Siddhpur was a hub of the textile trade,
exporting wares as far as Egypt. The political center of medieval Gujarat was located at nearby Patan, also known as Anhilwara Patan.

In the late 16™ century, Akbar conquered Gujarat and made Ahmadabad its regional capital. Patan and its vicinity lost its
political importance, but not the religious and commercial. Towards the end of Akbar’s reign, a regional mint was opened at
Siddhpur which struck coins with the mint-name inscribed as ‘Sitpur’.Curiously, all silver coins of the mint, dated Ilahi years 47-
49, bear only one month (Mihr). Gold issues of the mint are extremely rare — less than five specimens are reported with
only two being offered at auctions in past thirty years. They are all dated in the 47 year with Farwardin as the month of issue.

Deshalji I was succeeded by his son Lakhpatji. The reign of Lakhpatji I is often considered to be glorious in the North the ambitions of the Mar-
athas, the Rohillas, and the courtiers of the Mughal court all clashed leading to a turbulent period. A key player in this was Ahmad Shah Durrani
the Afghan ruler who desired to recover his claim on the Mughal subahs of Kashmir, Sindh, and Punjab. His expedition to upper Sindh in 1752 had
already sounded alarm bells in Kutch. Probably as a measure to pacify the highly fearful Shah, Lakhpatji resorted to striking coins in his name,
thereby nominally acknowledging his sovereignty. It is interesting to note that the date on these ceremonial coins is AH1169 which is a year in
advance of Ahmad Shah’s 4th invasion of India in which he occupied Delhi and staged a massacre at Mathura. Perhaps, Lakhpatji was being very
cautious about the Shah’s intentions, which is a rare instance of political sagaciousness shown by a weak but prosperous ruler, to save his skin in
view of an impending crisis.
